1. Welcome

3. Minutes of previous meeting

The notes of the meeting held on 1 April 2009 were agreed 

4. Chairman’s report 

FH gave a brief report of what had been happening over the last year in Southend Education Trust and informed that at present there are over forty projects being run and referred to the project overview sheet that was in the papers.
5. Accounts

The accounts of the three companies, Southend Education Trust (formerly The SCOLLAR Trust, Southend Schools Partnership (previously known as Southend Education Trust) and Scollar Associates, trading company of The SCOLLAR Trust. were tabled.  
SR explained that significant funds had been carried forward in addition to the funds from the Excellence Cluster grant and that there is money to invest in the future.  FH advised that Trustees will have a series of meetings to discuss this and they will come back to the Partnership on how to move forward.
Viv Stevens highlighted that Hinguar had not been included in the list of schools for either sets of accounts.  This was noted.

Linda Wells highlighted that Edwards Hall Primary was incorrectly recorded in the accounts as Edwards Hall Junior.  This was noted.

6. Developing the Southend Curriculum 
Pat Barron had unfortunately been unable to attend the meeting and so Bridget Frampton kindly gave an update on the Southend Curriculum.  She briefly explained the background and how an audit had been carried out by Lyn Riley, an advertisement for a Curriculum Consultant had been put in the TES and four candidates had been shortlisted and it had been agreed that a Dr Trevor Walker was the best candidate he had been a senior advisor for Hampshire Council and was an expert in primary and KS3.  SET is now ready to move on to next stage.

7. Developing the Learning Community

Julie Batchelor, Earls Hall Junior School gave a presentation on the pupil voice and influence project and talked about, The Past, Results, What we found, The Present, The Future and Shout to the top (presentation attached).
8. Support for Learning

SR introduced Jonathan Parsons, Employer Engagement Officer who had been in post for four months.  Jonathan explained his role in trying to find work placements for feisty young people.  He has achieved success in finding 20 placements for young people for YMCA, Princes Trust Programme, The Renown, Cecil Jones, Southchurch e2e College, Belfairs H & S checks.  Employers include; The Roslin Beach, Pier & Foreshore, Spit & Sawdust Gym, The Lunch Box café, Oxfam, Chalkwell Pet Supplies, Hair, Klix, Funkydoo’s, BHS, SBC (C&L Secretariat).  He is at present trying to find placements for 40 young people.
9.
Developing the Workforce

SR highlighted the pink sheet from the pack with advertisements for six co-ordinators and green sheet for advertisement for three trainers; Learning Mentor Trainers, facilitators to deliver Leading from Middle and Trainers for the Fronter Learning Platform. 

SR gave a presentation on Leading from the Middle (attached), headed Purpose and Rationale, Support, Overview of the Programme, Assessment and Accreditation, Eligibility, Applicants must have, costs.  SR also advised that there was a paper (attached) with further information.
Alison Clewlow asked if money was invested in cover.  SR said this was something that we could consider.
10. 
Nomination of Trustee

Denise Allen was nominated and unanimously voted to become the non-selective secondary representative on the Southend Education Trust Board of Trustees.

11. Any other business

Nick Booth asked audience to look at purple sheet which was Bid for Funding Challenge for All (2nd round 2009/10) and gave some examples of previous bids.  He advised that an email would be sent out Thursday/Friday with this information. Robin Bevan asked if the examples that Nick spoke of could be included in the email and he agreed to do this. 
FH advised that for the next four months he would be working in his job with Hay Group on a study of Executive Heads and their remuneration and also the idea of Chief Executive Officers – if anyone was interested he would be happy to have discussions.
