· An evaluation of the PMFL programme has been distributed for completion by PMFL co-ordinators in liaison with their HTs by 12th June 2009.  This was accompanied by a covering letter from Philip Davies explaining the changing nature of services offered by the Delivery Team as from Sept 09.  The results from these evaluations will enable the Delivery Team to devise a programme for 09-10 matching schools’ needs to available resources.
